Perform basic and complex preventative maintenance and corrective repair of HVAC and
other industrial systems.
Take daily readings of all major equipment including but not limited to air supply
temperatures, water temperatures and pressure readings, etc. document and inspect for
irregularities in readings.
Monitor building security system, fire alarm panel and sprinkler system regularly for
proper operation and address any discrepancies.
Ensure all health, safety and security procedures are adhered to and areas of concern are
reported to the appropriate parties in a timely manner.
Share on-call responsibilities for after-hour emergencies and respond to the site when
necessary.
Ensure compliance with all applicable government regulations.
Utilize basic trade skills such as carpentry, plumbing, electrical, and painting to ensure
building is functioning and presenting well. 
Liaise with and oversee the work performed by outside contractors (landscaping, snow
removal, remodeling, HVAC, plumbing, etc.)
Complete maintenance and repair records as required.
Respond quickly to emergency situations, summoning additional assistance as needed.
Provide informal assistance such as technical guidance and/or training to coworkers.
Supervise and oversee other employees in the Operations department i.e. Operators, Ice
